WASHINGTON, DC – ITE—A Community of Transporta�on Professionals congratulates its three 
newest Honorary Members, the highest recogni�on of notable and outstanding professional 
achievement ITE presents to an individual. Since 1933 when ITE selected the first Honorary 
Member, only 94 individuals have been recognized with this dis�nc�on. The ITE Interna�onal 
Board of Direc�on has elected the following three individuals as Honorary Members: Bruce 
Belmore, P.Eng., PTOE, VMA (H); Kumares Sinha, Ph.D., P.E., NAE (H); and Dalene J. Whitlock, 
P.E., T.E., PTOE (H). Congratula�ons to these three individuals for receiving ITE’s highest honor! 

Bruce Belmore, Principal, KGS Group in Regina, Saskatchewan, Canada, has 35 years of 
experience in the transporta�on industry, working with both private and public sector clients on 
a broad range of las�ng solu�ons. He has had a profound impact on ITE, which has been his 
organiza�on of choice since becoming a member right a�er university. Having served at the 
Sec�on, District, and Interna�onal levels of ITE, Bruce served as the president of ITE Canada in 
2008-2009, and was elected Interna�onal President in 2019, achieving the dis�nc�on of being 
only the fourth Interna�onal President elected from Canada.  

Bruce oversees a talented group of 25 transporta�on planners, engineers, and roadway 
construc�on administra�on staff at KGS Group, a 500+ person mul�-disciplinary engineering 
consul�ng company with offices across Canada and loca�ons in Sacramento, CA, and Seatle, WA.

Kumares Sinha, Olson Dis�nguished Professor of Civil Engineering at Purdue University, has had 
a long and sustained legacy of service to the transporta�on industry across the globe, and has 
had profound impact as a mentor to ITE members from students all the way up to leaders at the 
Interna�onal level. He was the Head of Purdue’s Transporta�on and Infrastructure Systems 
Engineering from 1981-2001 and served as Director of the Joint Transporta�on Research Program 
of Purdue University and Indiana Department of Transporta�on from 1995-2010. For more than 
five decades, his research has covered an enormity of areas, from highway engineering, traffic 
opera�ons and safety analysis to land-use transporta�on system modelling, transporta�on 
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financing, civil infrastructure management, and applica�ons of emerging technologies in 
transporta�on. He has developed and taught a wide variety of transporta�on courses, including 
traffic engineering, public transporta�on, infrastructure planning and management, and 
intelligent transporta�on systems. Dr. Sinha is also recognized for his innova�ve research on road 
infrastructure deteriora�on and its impact on agency and user costs. Read more.
